A Note from the Pastor  
 

This past February, the 

Ministry Board and I went 

on a retreat at Camp 

Koinonia.  If you ask them, 

we did not retreat but we 

worked hard.  What I have 

that follows is a list of core 

values that we think repre-

sent the church.  I encourage you to look it over 

and see what values you identify with. 

 

¶ We love people because they matter to God 

and must matter to us. (Luke 19:10, ñFor the 

Son of Man came to seek out and to save the 

lost.ò) 

¶ We do everything for Godôs glory, not for 

our greatness. (1 Corinthians 10:31, ñSo, 

whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do 

everything for the glory of God.ò) 

¶ We believe that each person stands before 

God and makes a decision about their relation-

ship with God. (Matthew 16:15, ñHe said to 

them, óBut who do you say that I am?ôò) 

¶ We believe the Bible is the divinely inspired 

Word of God. (2 Timothy 3:16-17, ñAll scrip-

ture is inspired by God and is useful for teach-

ing, for reproof, for correction, and for training 

in righteousness,  so that everyone who belongs 

to God may be proficient, equipped for every 

good work.ò) 

¶ We practice baptism of believers in response 

to Godôs saving grace. (Mathew 28:19-20, ñGo 

therefore and make disciples of all nations, bap-

tizing them in the name of the Father and of the 

Son and of the Holy Spirit,  and teaching them 

to obey everything that I have commanded you. 

And remember, I am with you always, to the end 

of the age.ò) 

¶ Every member is a minister. (Revelation 1:5-

6, ñ[Christ] loves us and freed us from our sins 

by his blood, and made us to be a kingdom, 

priests serving his God and Father.ò) 

¶ We believe that the church can maintain its 

purpose and integrity best if there is no govern-

mental (Local, State, or National) interference, 

either positive or negative. (Acts 5:29, ñBut Pe-

ter and the apostles answered, óWe must obey 

God rather than any human authority.ôò) 

¶ The church is free to govern its own affairs, 

to order its worship, and to decide how and to 

what level it will relate to other churches. (Acts 

2:42, ñThey devoted themselves to the apostlesô 

teaching and fellowship, to the breaking of bread 

and the prayers.ò) 

¶ We strive to meet peoplesô felt-needs so that 

they can have real-needs met by Christ. 

(Colossians 4:2-6, ñDevote yourselves to prayer, 

keeping alert in it with thanksgiving.  At the 
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same time pray for us as well that God will open 

to us a door for the word, that we may declare 

the mystery of Christ, for which I am in prison, 

so that I may reveal it clearly, as I should. Con-

duct yourselves wisely toward outsiders, making 

the most of the time.  Let your speech always be 

gracious, seasoned with salt, so that you may 

know how you ought to answer everyone.ò) 

¶ We believe that all services should be cultur-

ally relevant while remaining doctrinally pure. 

(John 4:21-24, ñJesus said to her, óWoman, be-

lieve me, the hour is coming when you will wor-

ship the Father neither on this mountain nor in 

Jerusalem.  You worship what you do not know; 

we worship what we know, for salvation is from 

the Jews.  But the hour is coming, and is now 

here, when the true worshipers will worship the 

Father in spirit and truth, for the Father seeks 

such as these to worship him.  God is spirit, and 

those who worship him must worship in spirit 

and truth.ôò) 

¶ We pursue ministry excellence by doing our 

best work for God. (Genesis 1:31a, ñGod saw 

everything that he had made, and indeed, it was 

very good.ò) 

¶ In essential beliefs ð we have unity. ñThere is 

one Body and one Spirit...there is one Lord, one 

faith, one baptism, and one God and Father of us 

all...ò  Eph. 4:4-6 

¶ In non-essential beliefs ð we have liberty. 

ñAccept him whose faith is weak, without passing 

judgment on disputable matters...  Who are you to 

judge someone elseôs servant?  To his own master 

he stands or falls...  So then each of us will give an 

account of himself to God...  So whatever you be-

lieve about these things keep between yourself 

and God.ò  Romans 14:1,4,12,22 

¶     In all our beliefs ð we show charity. ñ...If I 

hold in my mind not only all human knowledge 

but also the very secrets of God, and if I have the 

faith that can move mountains ð but have no 

love, I amount to nothing at all.ò  1 Cor. 13:2  (Ph)

From the Outreach and 
Evangelism Team  
I was cornered by a member a few Sundayôs 

ago.  Among a number of concerns he expressed was 

that the church is not growing.  So I asked him, 

ñWho is attending First Baptist right now because 

you invited them?ò I really didnôt intend to end the 

conversation at that point, but he just walked away. 

 I have been involved in church leadership of 

one sort or another for over 30 years, and one of the 

few things that have remained constant is this: 80% 

of people who start coming to church, or who return 

to church after drifting away, do so because they 

were invited by a friend. There are a lot of things we 

can do, and should do, to attract people to FBCP, but 

in the end we will grow when we start to invite. 

 So that begs the question, why arenôt we in-

viting?  I could trot out all kinds of answers that 

would certainly convict you and maybe even make 

you feel a little guilty.  In fact, I almost did.  But the 

truth is, when a church is not who God called it to be, 

the first place to look is not to the people, but the 

leadership.  In many ways we (the leaders) have 

failed to create a place that you are so excited about 

that you canôt wait to bring people.  We have failed 

to train you and encourage you. We have even failed 

to hold you accountable to the Great Commission. 

 But letôs put blame aside ï it really does no 

good.  Letôs diagnose the problem and do something 

about it. 

 And that is the task before the Outreach and 

Evangelism Team, and here is what we plan to do: 

We are going to become a Great Commission people.  

This will be an ongoing task, but we need to start 

somewhere. So we are going to start with an opportu-

nity for you to invite people.  We are going to have a 

special Sunday this Fall just for inviting our friends 

and neighbors!  Leading up to this Sunday we will 

give you all the details on how the Sunday will work; 

we will train you on how to invite people; and we 

will make it very easy for you to bring them.  If eve-

rybody does their part, we will again be a growing, 

vital church! 

 Look for details in the weeks ahead.  Mean-

while, let me encourage you to do two things.  First, 

consider being a part of the planning and execution 

of this great event and second, start praying, right 

now, for God to reveal to you who it is He wants you 

to invite to First Baptist Church.

In his final moments with his disciples, Jesus asks Peter, òDo you love me?ó  òYes,ó Peter re-
plies.  Then òFeed my lambs,ó Jesus tells him.  òTend my sheep.ó  Three times, Jesus repeats 
his instruction:  If you love me, take care of the people I love.  Live your love for me by ac-
tively tending these for whom I have sacrificed everything.  (John 21:15 -19 paraphrased)  
 
The American Baptist ministries cover the disaster relief and refugee aid.  They meet basic 
needs in Christõs name throughout the world:  people whose homes have been destroyed by 
an earthquake, hurricane or other natural disasters;  the refugees who have had to scram-
ble from their homes and leave almost everything behind because of war or persecution; 
and poor people in struggling communities who need food, health care, tools, seeds, clean 
water, job training and schools to survive.  òOne Great Hour of Sharingó shares resources 
that allow people to improve their own lives and community.  Through the month of June 
you will have the opportunity to offer your gifts.

Jesus calls us to tend his seep who have been caught in calamities beyond their control.  
òOne Great Hour of Sharingó each year provides for Godõs flock in many ways. 
¶ Disaster victims quickly receive shelter, food, water, medical supplies.  
¶ Local communities develop sources of food and clean drinking water.  
¶    New schools and medical clinics build strong minds and bodies.  
¶    Refugees receive housing and long -term help to build new lives.  

 

One Great Hour of Sharing was in Haiti after the earthquake providing shelter, food, wa-
ter, medical care and comfort for the grieving.  Aid will continue for Haiti in years to 
come just as Katrina hurricane victims (5 years later) are still receiving funds to rebuild.  
 

Weõre continuing to face tough economic times.  It is understandable we focus on our losses 
and we are apprehensive about our future.  In the midst of these challenging times, it is 
important to remember what God continues to give to us.  How we give of our resources 
demonstrates Godõs love to a world facing huge obstacles daily.  When we each give sacrifi-
cially from what he has given us, blessings will occur not only for us but to those who re-
ceive aid.
