1 If I speak in the tongues of 

men and of angels, but have not 

love, I am only a resounding 

gong or a clanging cymbal. 2 If I 

have the gift of prophecy and can 

fathom all mysteries and all 

knowledge, and if I have a faith 

that can move mountains, but 

have not love, I am nothing. 3 If I 

give all I possess to the poor and 

surrender my body to the flames, 

but have not love, I gain nothing. 

4 Love is patient, love is kind. 

It does not envy, it does not 

boast, it is not proud. 5 It is not 

rude, it is not self-seeking, it is 

not easily angered, it keeps no re-

But the 

greatest of these is love. ï 1 Co-

rinthians 13 NIV 

If we would try to live out our love 

like Paul writes about in Corinthians, 

then we truly would be known differ-

ently than we are now.  Think of being 

known as someone who does not hold 

grudges, who is not jealous, who is not 

rude or angry, nor self-motivated!  But 

we are to be known for more than what 

we are not, we are to be truthful, protec-

tive, trustful, hopeful, and a person who 

perseveres.  It is as we are rooted in 

Godôs love and in our faith in Christ and 

our hope in His return that we become a 

people who loves. 

My challenge for you this month 

is not only to show love to your signifi-

cant other and family, but think about 

and do something that shows love to 

those around you in a different way!  

Sometimes we need to remember that 

we can do the same things but in differ-

ent ways!
